Svetové ceny bravCového masa sa po Styroch mesiacoch
rastu zastabilizovali

Index cien FAO poklesol v juli na 170,9 bodu. V porovnani s rovnakym obdobim minulého roka je
vSak index o 2,3 % vyssi. Medzimesacny pokles sposobili nizsie ceny niektorych obilnin, mlie¢nych
vyrobkov a cukru. Naopak ceny mierne rastli u olejov a masa.
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»Index cien obilnin FAO dosiahol v juli v priemere 168,6 bodu, ¢o je 0 2,7 % menej (4,6 bodu) ako

v juni. Hodnota vSak medziro¢ne stupla o 4,1 %. Julovy pokles zapricinili nizSie ceny pSenice a
kukurice. Trh s pSenicou tento rok velmi ovplyviiuju velké vyvozné dodavky a aj ocakavania
rekordnej svetovej produkcie. Zatial o v juni ceny kukurice rekordne rastli, v juli opat klesli.
Pricinou poklesu st bohaté moznosti vyvozu najma v Argentine a Brazilii. Ceny ryZe ostali stabilné uz
piaty mesiac po sebe.

»Index cien rastlinného oleja FAO zaznamenal v juli v priemere 126,5 bodu, €o je 0 0,8 % viac ako v
predchadzajucom mesiaci. Ceny su vsak stale o 11 % pod urovinou z minulého roka. Narast cien

sdjového a slnecnicového oleja kompenzoval pokles hodnot pri palmovom oleji. Na ceny palmového
oleja malo opat vplyv zvySovanie vyroby v juhovychodnej Azii a stipajici globalny dopyt po dovoze.

»Index cien masa FAO dosiahol v juli v priemere 176,2 bodu, ¢o je 0 0,6 % viac ako v juni. Zaroven
ide o Siesty po sebe iddci mesiac narastu. Na aktualnej hodnote je index takmer o 10 % vyssi ako

v januari tohto roku, ale takmer o 14 % nizsi ako jeho maximum z augusta 2014. V juli stipali ceny
ovCieho a hovadzieho mésa, ceny bravéového mésa sa po Styroch mesiacoch zvySovania
zastabilizovali. Ceny hydinového masa ostali stabilné.

»Index cien mlieka a mliecnych vyrobkov FAO poklesol v juli o 2,9 % na aktuédlnych 193,5 bodu. Ide
o druhy po sebe idici mesiac poklesu. Aktualna hodnota indexu je priblizne o 6 % vysSia ako v
januari 2019, ale takmer o 3 % nizsSia ako v rovhakom mesiaci minulého roka. V juli klesli najma ceny
masla, syrov a suSeného mlieka (WMP). Naopak ceny odstredeného suseného mlieka (SMP) sa opat
posilnili vdaka silnej$im nékupnym zaujmom zo Stredného vychodu a Azie.

»Index cien cukru FAO dosiahol v juli v priemere 182,2 bodu, ¢o je 0 0,6 % menej ako v minulom
mesiaci. Ceny mierne klesli z dovodu ocakéavanych vyssich vynosov cukrovej trstiny v Indii,
najvacsieho producenta cukru na svete. Pokles svetovych cien bol vsak do istej miery potlaceny
posilnenim brazilskej meny (Real) voCi americkému dolaru, ¢o by mohlo priniest obmedzenie vyvozu
z Brazilie, najvacsieho vyvozcu cukru na svete.

Index cien potravin FAO (FAO Food Price Index; FAO je skratka pre Food and Agriculture
Organization, v preklade Organizacia pre vyzivu a polnohospodarstvo) je mierkou mesacnych
zmien medzinarodnych cien zakladnych potravinarskych komodit.

1 Food Price Index: Consists of the average of 5 commodity group price indices mentioned above,
weighted with the average export shares of each of the groups for 2002-2004; intotal 73 price
guotations considered by FAD commaodity specialists as representing the international prices of the food
commodities are included in the overall index. Each sub-index is a weighted average of the price relatives
of the commadities incleded in the group, with the base period price consisting of the averages for the
years 2002-2004.

2 Meat Price Index: Computed from average prices of four types of meat, weighted by world average
export trade shares for 2002-2004. Cormnmaodities inchude two poultry products, three bovine meat
products, three pig meat products, and one ovine meat product, There are 27 price quotations in total
used in the caloulation of the index. Where more than one guotation exists for a given meat type, a
simple average is used. Prices for the two most recent months may be estimates and subject to revision,

3 Dairy Price Index: Consists of butter, SMP, WMP, and cheese price guotations; the average is weighted
by world average export trade shares for 2002-2004.

4 Cereals Price Index: This index is compiled w=ing the International Grains Coundl {IGC) wheat price
index, itself an average of 10 different wheat price quaotations, 1 maize export guotation and 16 rice
guotations. The rice quotations are combired into three groups corsiting of Indica, Japonica and
Aromatic rice varieties. Within each variety, a simple average of the relative prices of appropriate
quotations is calculated; then the average relative prices of each of the three varieties are combined by
welghting them with their assumed (fixed) trade shares. Subsequently, the IGC wheat price index, after
converting it to base 2002-2004, the relative prices of maize and the average relative prices calculated
for the rice group as a whaole are combined by weighting each commodity with its average export trade
share for 2002-2004.

5 Vegetable Oil Price Index: Consists of an average of 10 different oik weighted with average export
trade shares of each oll product for 2002-2004.
& Sugar Price Index: Index form of the International Sugar Agreement prices with 2002-2004 as base.
