Svetové ceny potravin aj pod vplyvom exportu z Ukrajiny

Index cien potravin FAO mal v jali 2023 v priemere 123,9 bodu, ¢o je o 1,5 bodu (1,3%) viac ako

Vv juni. Medziro¢ne vSak hodnota indexu klesla o 11,8%. Ozivenie indexu bolo sposobené solidnym
rastom cien rastlinnych olejov. V juli ¢iastoc¢ne klesali ceny cukru a malé poklesy sme zaznamenali aj
pri obilninach, mlie¢nych vyrobkoch ¢i méase.

» Index cien obilnin FAO dosiahol v juli v priemere 125,9 bodu, €o je 0 0,7 bodu (0,5%) menej ako
Vv juni. Medziroc¢ne klesla hodnota indexu o 21,3 bodu (14,5%). Mierny pokles v tomto mesiaci
prameni z poklesu medzindrodnych cien hrubého obilia, ktorého cena od jina klesla o 4,8%.

Medzinarodné ceny kukurice pokracovali v klesajicom trende v désledku zvySenych sezénnych
dodavok z prebiehajucich zberov v Argentine a Brazilii a potencialne vyssej produkcie v USA.
Svetové ceny ciroku klesli spolu s cenami kukurice, zatial Co svetové ceny jaCmena zostali takmer
stabilné. Ovplyvnené boli efektmi prelievania z trhov s pSenicou.

Medzinarodné ceny pSenice vzrastli o 1,6%, ¢o predstavuje prvy medzimesacny narast za devat
mesiacov. Tento narast vznikol v dosledku neistoty ohladom exportu ukrajinského obilia

a poskodenia ukrajinskej pristavnej infrastruktiry v Ciernom mori a aj na rieke Dunaj. Tlak na ceny
zvysili aj pretrvavajuce suché podmienky v Kanade a Spojenych statoch americkych. Svetové ceny
ryze sa v juli zvysili o 2,8% a dosiahli najvyssiu troven od septembra 2011.

» Index cien rastlinného oleja FAO sttpol v juli o 12,1% a dosiahol v priemere 129,8 bodu. Ide o prvy
mesiac narastu po siedmich po sebe idicich mesiacoch poklesu. Tento vyrazny narast v juli sposobili
vysSie svetové ceny slne¢nicového, palmového, séjového a repkového oleja. Medzinarodné ceny
slne¢nicového oleja medzimesacne vzrastli o viac ako 15% a to najméa vdaka obnovenej neistote v
suvislosti s exportovatelnymi dodavkami z Ciernomorského regionu. Vyraznejsie sa zvysili aj ceny
palmového oleja pre utlmené vyhliadky na produkciu v hlavnych producentskych oblastiach. Ceny
sdjovych a repkovych olejov sa zvysili v dosledku pokracCujicich obav o produkciu sdjovych bébov



v USA a repkovych semien v Kanade. Rast cien ropy vo svete taktiez podporil aj ceny rastlinnych
olejov.

» Index cien masa FAO dosiahol v juli v priemere 117,8 bodu, ¢o je o 0,3% menej ako v juni.
Medziro¢ne je hodnota indexu o 5,1% nizSia. Medzinarodné ceny hovadzieho masa klesli, o odrazalo
vyssSiu dostupnost vyvozu v Ocednii. To sa zhodovalo aj s utlmenym dovoznym dopytom na azijskych
trhoch pri vyssich zdsobach a spomalenom vnutornom predaji. Ceny hydinového masa tiez mierne
klesli v dosledku zvysenych dodévok od poprednych vyvozcov, a to napriek pretrvavajicim vplyvom
prepuknutia vtacej chripky v hlavnych producentskych regiénoch.

Pokles cien ovCieho masa pokracoval uz treti mesiac po sebe, Co odrazalo vysoku dostupnost
dodavok v Ocednii a niz$i dopyt poprednych dovozcov vratane Ciny a zapadnej Eurépy. Naopak,
pokracujuce obmedzené dodavky zo zapadnej Eurdopy a USA spolu s vysokym sezéonnym dopytom
viedli k rastu cien bravcového masa uz Siesty mesiac po sebe.

» Index cien cukru FAO dosiahol v juli v priemere 146,3 bodu, €o je 0 5,9 bodu (3,9%) menej ako

v juni. Ide o druhy mesacny pokles v rade. Hodnota indexu je vSak stale o 29,6% nad trovihou spred
roka. Pokrok pri zbere cukrovej trstiny v Brazilii v aktualnej sezone a lepSie poveternostné
podmienky, ktoré prospievaju podnej vihkosti vo vacsine pestovatelskych oblasti v Indii, mali v juli
taktiez vplyv na svetové ceny cukru. Dal${ tlak na zniZovanie cien bol vyvolany pomalym dovoznym
dopytom z Indonézie a Ciny. Pretrvavajiice obavy z potencidlneho vplyvu javu El Nifio na pestovanie
cukrovej trstiny najméa v Thajsku spolu s vySsimi medzinarodnymi cenami ropy obmedzili pokles
svetovych cien cukru.

Index cien potravin FAO (FAO Food Price Index; FAO je skratka pre Food and Agriculture
Organization, v preklade Organizacia pre vyzivu a polnohospodarstvo) je mierkou mesacnych
zmien medzinarodnych cien zakladnych potravinarskych komodit.

1 Food Price Index: Consists of the average of 5 commodity group price indices mentioned above,
weighted with the average export shares of each of the groups for 2014-2016: in total 95 price quotations
considered by FAQ commeodity specialists as representing the international prices of the food commodities
are included in the overall index. Each sub-index is a weighted average of the price relatives of the
commadities included in the group, with the base period price consisting of the averages for the years 2014-
2016,

2 Meat Price Index: Based on 35 average export unit values/market prices of four meat types (bovine, pig,
poultry and ovine) from 10 representative markets. Within each meat type, export unit values/prices are
weighted by the trade shares of their respective markets, while the meat types are weighted by their
average global export trade shares for 2014-2016. Quotations for the two most recent months may consist
of estimates and be subject to revision.

2 Dairy Price Index: Computed using 8 price quotations of four dairy preducts {butter, cheese, SMP and
WMP) from twao representative markets, Within each dairy product, prices are weighted by the trade shares
of their respective markets, while the dairy products are weighted by their average export shares for 2014-
2016.

4 Cereals Price Index: Compiled using the International Grains Council (IGC) wheat price index (an
average of 10 different wheat price quotations), the |GC maize price index (an average of 4 different maize
price quotations), the IGC barley price index (an average of 5 different barley price quotations), 1 sarghurm
export quotation and the FACQ All Rice Price Index. The FAO All Rice Price Index is based on 21 rice export
guotations, combined into four groups consisting of Indica, Aromatic, Japonica and Glutinous rice varieties.
Within each varietal group, a simple average of the relative prices of appropriate quotations is calculated;
then the average relative prices of each of the four rice varieties are combined by weighting them with
their {fixed) trade shares for 2014-2016. The Cereal Price Index combines the relative prices of sorghum, the
1GC wheat, maize and barley price indices (re-based to 2014-2016) and the FAO All Rice Price Index by
weighing each commeodity with its average export trade share for 2014-2016.

5 Vegetable Qil Price Index: Corsists of an average of 10 different oils weighted with average export
trade shares of each oil product for 2014-2016.

6 Sugar Price Index: Index form of the International Sugar Agreement prices with 2014-2016 as base.
